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The Graduate Certificate in Event Management provides knowledge 
and information that facilitates the effective organization and 
management of events in public, private and third sector contexts.

This certificate covers the administration of events, the selling and 
marketing of conventions and conferences, and the organization and 
administration of mega-events. With a strong focus on hospitality 
and tourism, the certificate incorporates a number of perspectives, 
with event legacies being a particularly pertinent issue for all 
coursework. Students learn to synthesize theory and application at 
the graduate level in order to produce the knowledge base necessary 
to fully utilize available techniques and strategies for the effective 
organization, marketing, and management of events, conventions, 
and conferences.
