beyond tourist destinations. Students learn to synthesize theory and
application at the graduate level in order to produce the knowledge
base necessary to fully utilize available techniques and strategies for
the effective marketing and management of tourist destinations.

(1) individuals who have previously completed bachelor’s,
master’s, or doctoral degrees, and (2) students currently
admitted to our graduate degree programs are eligible to enroll
in certificate programs.
