The Graduate Certificate in Leadership and Strategy in Hospitality 
and Tourism provides knowledge and information that facilitates the 
effective use of leadership and strategic management theories and 
concepts in the management of hospitality and tourism businesses. 
The certificate covers theories and concepts as well as current issues 
and developments related to leadership and strategic management 
in hospitality and tourism businesses. Students learn to synthesize 
theory and application at the graduate level in order to develop 
and implement effective leadership and strategy practices. Students 
successfully completing this certificate are likely to be employed as 
managers in hospitality and tourism businesses.

These credits from the 
graduate certificate can be transferred toward our Master of 
Science in Hospitality and Tourism Management degree. 

•	 (1) individuals who have previously completed bachelor’s, 
master’s, or doctoral degrees, and (2) students currently 
admitted to our graduate degree programs are eligible to enroll 
in certificate programs. 

•	 There is no specific course sequence in that a number of sections 
of each course are available throughout the year. One course, 
and sometimes more, are offered each term.
